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SUMMARY

Curriculum Development on the Research Ethics
for the Elementary and Secondary School Level

1. The purpose of this study was to develop research ethics programs for
the elementary and secondary school teachers and students. In the process of
this study, we have tried to follow some principles. It is as follows.

(1) The core value of the research ethics programs for the elementary and
secondary school teachers and students is ‘intellectual honesty’.

(2) These research ethics programs need to be available in the range of
current school curriculum and textbooks.

(3) These research ethics programs emphasis proper or exact expression of
one’s thought.

(4) The target readers of these programs are the elementary and secondary
school teachers.

2. The professionals from the various fields are involved in our research
process: (1) curriculum researchers, (2) professionals of the elementary and
secondary school subjects, (3) officials of educational politics, school

inspectors, (4) elementary and secondary school teachers.

3. After the sincere cooperative research, we produced three kinds of
research ethics program: the programs for elementary school, middle school,
and high school teachers and students. The main title of each programs is as
belows.

(1) Nature of research and attitude of researcher

(2) Research ethics in the research process

(3) Science, scientists, and research ethics

(4) Ethical problems of the expression of thought
