Within the framework of “Memorandum of Understanding on Academic Cooperation between Korea Research Foundation and Mongolian Academy of Sciences (MOU)” signed in Ulaanbaatar on November 21, 2006, Korea Research Foundation (KRF) and Mongolian Academy of Sciences (MAS), hereinafter referred to as “Sides”, invite Korean and Mongolian universities, research centres, and institutes to submit joint proposals for scientific and technological research projects in order to promote basic researches in two countries.

PRIORITY AREAS

· Agriculture;

· Biotechnology;

· Bio- and renewable energy;

· History, literature, ethical origins;
· Plants for medicine; 
· New materials and information technology; 

· Any other areas mutually agreed
GUIDELINES FOR PROPOSAL SUBMISSION

Joint Research and Joint Seminar

(a) Each Side will provide grants to its own scholars respectively based on their research proposals filed with each Side.
(b) The duration of a joint research is normally two years. However, one year extension is possible, if appropriate.
(c) Joint seminar will be held in the two countries with the participation of up to 7 scholars from each Side. Joint seminars will be conducted in English unless other arrangements are agreed to between the two Sides.
Exchange of Scholars

(a) Short-term visit will normally be 14 to 20 days, with the total length of all visits not to exceed 60 days per year.
(b) Long-term visit will normally be more than three months, with the total length of all visits not to exceed six months per year.
(c) The number of scholars to be exchanged will be decided based on the consultation between international coordinators of the two Sides each year.
OTHER ADMINISTRATIVE MATTERS
(a) Submission of research proposals for joint research and seminar should abide by such rule as follows:
· Joint application / summary of proposals should be written in English (at least one page)
· The applicant should prove that his/her foreign research partners have filed their research proposals with their own organization.

(b) Deadline for the submission of proposals will be discussed each year between international coordinators of the two Sides

(c) Personal information of participants in all of the joint projects under the KRF-MAS MOU should be exchanged prior to the engagement of the projects. Such information as follows should be attached to the research proposals filed with KRF and MAS:
· surname, first name, title;
· date and place of birth;
· a brief record of their education and research;
· their major scientific publications;
· a proposal for the program, including institutions to be visited;
· the scheduled dates of their arrival and the duration of the visits; and 

· other information requested by either KRF or MAS.
EVALUATION OF PROPOSALS

Proposals will be evaluated independently by KRF and MAS using their own procedures and only those approved by both Sides will be funded.  The qualified projects will be started in the beginning of the following year or at the time agreed on by both Sides, KRF and MAS.
FINANCIAL CONDITIONS

In the case of Mongolian scientists’ visit to Korea, MAS will pay for round-trip international airfares and KRF will provide staying expenses. On the other hand, in the case of Korean scientists’ visit to Mongolia, KRF will be responsible for all expenses occasioned by the project including round-trip international airfares and the costs of accommodations of participants.
(a) MAS will cover expenses as follows:

For a Korean scholar in Mongolia:

- Costs of transportation to the field trip in Mongolia
(b) KRF will cover expenses as follows:

For cases of (1) a Korean scholar in Mongolia and (2) a Mongolian scholar in Korea:
- Daily allowance

Short visits (up to 20 days)





KRW 120,000 per day

Longer visits (more than 21 days up to a month or 3 months)
KRW 2,500,000 per month
Days more than the maximum visiting quota (days or months)
KRW 80,000 per day
Besides the above-mentioned support for exchange of project researchers, the two Sides may provide additional research funds to their respective project teams, if they consider it appropriate. Equal funding of either Side is desirable.
AMENDMENT

This Call for Proposals may be annually reviewed, updated, and amended by program managers (or coordinators) of both Sides if needed.
